	METERED RATES AND NON-METERED ZONE RATES
No metered or non-metered taxi/shuttle operator or taxi using taximeters shall charge any passenger more than the fixed fare or rate for transportation as determined and prescribed by the AUTHORITY which is hereby declared as follows:
